 Article III:  Officers
Section 1: Officers. The Officers of the Corporation, who shall be Directors of the Corporation, shall be a Chair of the Board, Vice Chair of the Board, a Secretary and a Treasurer.  The Corporation may have,  at the discretion of the Board, such other officers as may be elected or appointed in accordance with the provisions of Section 3 of these Bylaws.
Any number of offices may be held by the same person except as provided in the Articles or in these Bylaws and except that neither the Secretary nor the Treasurer may serve concurrently as the Chair of the Board.
Section 2: Election. The officers of the Corporation, except such officers as may be elected or  appointed in accordance with the provisions of Section 3 or Section 5 of this Article III, shall be elected every two (2) years by, and shall serve at the pleasure of, the Board, and shall hold their respective offices until their resignation, removal, or other disqualification from service, or until their respective successors shall be elected.
The Nominating committee will propose a slate for election at the annual meeting that consists of their selection for Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer.
